MUST KNOW ENGLISH: You have learned 7 verb tenses (Verbzeiten) so far:

In the present: 	simple present, present progressive (continuous)
In the future:		will future and going to future
In the past:		simple past, present perfect, and past progressive (continuous)

Here you say what you always/usually/sometimes/never do.
Remember: he, she it, das -s muss mit!
For the question and the negative form, you need to use do/does

3. Will future 

Here you say what you will do in the future. 
The idea is that it will happen kind of automatically.
Remember: will +verb
For the negative form you can use “won’t” for “will not”

4. Going to future

Here you say what you are going to do. Often you talk about your plans like this.
Remember: am/are/is + going to + verb

5. Simple Past

Here you say what you did in the past. 
Often you say when exactly it happened (like: a year ago, yesterday, in 2019 …)
Remember: -ed ending for regular verbs, 2nd form for the irregular verbs

6. Present Perfect

Here you say what you have done in the past. 
It is not important WHEN you did it, it is just important THAT you have done it.
Think checklist. In German you often say “schon” when you translate it.
The idea is that although you started doing it in the past, it affects the present. 
Remember: has/have + -ed ending for regular verbs, 3rd form for the irregular verbs

Here you say what you were doing in the past. 
Often you were doing something when something else happened.
Remember: was/were + verb with -ing ending
For the question you just start with was/were

This is quite technical. But: You know everything you need to form them all.

	Simple
	I go

	I will go

	Continuous
	I am going
(I am going to do ...)
	I was going
	I will be going

	Perfect
	I have gone
	I had gone
	I will have gone

	Perfect Continuous
	I have been going
	I had been going
	I will have been going


The going to future is technically the present continuous form, used with an infinitive to express plans for the future. If you planned something in the past but for the future (and maybe it did not work out), you can say: I was going to study tonight but then I fell asleep.
